
THE CONSTITUTION

1.    The name of the “Company” is TWEEDDALE ACCESS PANEL. (Hereinafter referred to as 

       “the Panel”).

2.    The meetings of the Panel will be held in Tweed Bridge Court, Peebles.

3.    The Panel is established for charitable objects and purposes only.

      In particular the Panel is established-

To secure establishment and maintenance of access provision for disabled people throughout the area of Tweeddale with reference to the environment in general as will as buildings of all types and transport both public and community.

      In furtherance of these objectives-

To receive and respond to requests for consutation and advice and to liase with other agencies on relevant matters both  policy and practice;

to encourage and support the appointment of an Access Officer within local building control department;

to encourage, participate in, and where necessary, organise meetings, seminars, exhibitions, in order to provide information and enhance awareness of architects, planners and others, and to support the work of the local access officer;

to work with the local Tourist Board in provision of access to all categories of tourist accommodation, leisure and recreational facilities.

4.    Membership- open to all with an interest in good access.

5.    General meetings- three meetings per year, the AGM to be held in May of each year, advertised 14 days in advance.

6.    Management Committee- minimum 6 maximum 15, interested bodies of Tweeddale, with a 

       minimum 50% in committee.      

7.    Office Bearers- Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer, provisionally serving three years.

8.    Paid Staff- not required.

9.    Finance - Proper books of account shall be kept by the treasurer. A balance sheet shall be   

       Prepared  on the 31st of March in each year, together with a Profit and Loss Account. These            

       accounts shall be audited by a duly qualified auditor and shall be presented to the members at the 

       General Meeting. A bank account in the name of the Panel shall be operated by the signatures of 

       any two of the following three, ie, the Treasurer and two nominated members of the 

       Management Committee.           

10.  Constitutional Changes- Changes in the Constitution shall require a two-thirds majority of  

       members entitled to vote, at a duly convened General Meeting. The text of any amendments  

       shall be submitted to the Secretary six weeks before the proposed meeting and shall be circulated 

       with the notice calling the meeting to members.

11.  Dissolution- The Panel may be dissolved by a resolution passed by two-thirds majority of those 

       members present and voting at the General Meeting of which six weeks notice shall have been 

       sent to all members of the Panel. Such resolutions may give instructions for the disposal of any  

       assets held by or in the name of the Panel, provided that if any property remains after the 

       satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, such property shall not be distributed among the members 

       of the Panel, but shall be given or transferred to such other institution or institutions having 

       objects similar to some or all of the objects of the Panel as the Panel may determine.
